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3 ELECTRICAL SAFETY

When using electrical appliances, basic precautions should always be  
followed to reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, and injury to persons, 
including the following:

1.  Read all instructions before using this electric fireplace. 
2. This fireplace is hot when in use. To avoid burns, do not let 

bare skin touch hot surfaces. The trim around the heater outlet 
becomes hot during heater operation. 

DANGER: High temperatures may be generated under certain abnormal 
conditions. Do not partially or fully cover or  obstruct the front of this 
heater. 

3. Extreme caution is necessary when any heater is used by or near 
children or people of reduced mobility and whenever the unit is 
left operating and unattended. 

4. Young children should be supervised to ensure that they do not 
play with the appliance. 

5. The appliance is not intended for use by young children or 
infirmed persons without supervision. 

6. In the event of a malfunction, disconnect power at the service 
panel and have the unit inspected by a reputable electrician 
before reusing.

4�1 CHILD SAFETY 

This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years and above 
and persons with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities or 
lack of experience and knowledge if they have been given supervision 
or instruction concerning use of the appliance in a safe way and 
understand the hazards involved. Children shall not play with the 
appliance. Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be made by

Children under 8 years shall only switch on/off the appliance provided 
that it has been placed or installed in its intended normal operating 
position and they have been given supervision or instruction 
concerning use of the appliance in a safe way and understand the 
hazards involved.

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5 CONNECTION

5�1 ELECTRICAL

This appliance must only be connected to a 230/240 Volts AC 50Hz 
supply. Before connecting the fi re, check that the supply voltage is the 
same as stated on the fi re.

It is important that the outlet is located outside the installation 
location so that the socket is easily accessible and the plug  can be 
disconnected from the stove after installation.

After the fi re is attached to the wall and connected to the socket, the 
surround (the chimney) can be placed around it.

This appliance must only be used on a AC supply, fuse rating 13Amp. 
The wires in the mains lead are coloured in accordance with a standard 
UK supply, these being:

• GREEN/YELLOW – EARTH
• BLUE – NEUTRAL
• BROWN – LIVE

As the colours of the mains lead of this appliance may not match the 
coloured markings used to identify the terminals in a plug, please 
observe the following

• The green and yellow wire must be connected to the terminal in 
the plug which is marked with the letter E or Earth symbol.

• The blue wire must be connected to the terminal in the plug which 
is marked with the letter N.

• The brown wire must be connected to the terminal in the plug 
marked with the letter L.

• Replace fuses only with fuses of the correct size and rating.

5�2 MAINTENANCE

Maintenance to this device may only be done by a qualifi ed 
professional. It is adviced to maintain your fi re at least once every 12 
months. 

WARNING: 

Before repaires or maintenance check whether the fi re is unplugged. 

CAUTION

In order to avoid a hazard due to inadvertent resetting of the thermal 
cut-out, this appliance must not be supplied through an external 
switching device, such as a timer, or connected to a circuit that is 
regularly switched on and off  by the utility.

Your main power supply is attached to the IEC through the back of the 
fi re, see Figure 5.1. 

The on/off switch to activate connection to your app or E-Tab is located 
at the front of the fi re, in the gap   between the front glass panel and 
the bottom edge of the frame, off set to the right hand side. Figure 5.2
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7 INSTALLATION METHOD

This product has been designed to be free-standing. If the product is 
to be installed into an open chimney or flue, it is important that the 
chimney flue is blocked off to prevent any up/down draughts and 
falling debris which could restrict the airflow to the product.

7�1 PRODUCT SIZE

Theproduct dimensions can be found in APPENDIX BAPPENDIX B

It is also important to ensure that the product has a minimum clearance 
around it of 15mm, this is to ensure that the product can circulate the 
required airflow to the heater unit.

6�1 HEATER UNIT CUT OUT 

This is a safety feature to safe guard against further damage to the 
product. 
 
If the airflow is restricted the heater will automatically turn off. This can 
occur due to incorrect installation or obstruction. To reset the heater 
function; 

• Isolate from main power supply 
• Leave product to cool
• After suitable cooling down period, remove the obstruction if 

obstructed and check installation
• After 10 minutes the thermo switch (cut-out) in the heater will 

reset.

Please note that both the effect fan and heater fan omit a low decibel 
noise, both of which are normal operating characteristics. 

6�2 SERVICING 

Only a competent person should service this appliance. This appliance 
must be serviced every 12 months. 

Warning: Before carrying out any repairs or servicing, ensure that the 
power supply cord is removed from the mains supply.
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8 REMOVING THE GLASS

The remove the front glass first the top plate has to be removed. Slide it 
backward a bit before lifting it. See Figure 8.1.  
The top plate is kept in palce with keyhole slots. See Figure 8.2. 
 
After removing the topplate the glass can be liften out vertically. See 
Figure 8.3.

Reminder: Do not remove the front glass without protection when 
fire has been on! The frame as well as other parts of the fireplace can 
become hot!

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To position the logs follow these steps: 

1. Begin by placing log 4 in the middle of the left side of the fuel 
bed, angeled towards the centre. See Figure 9.2

2. Then place log 5 and log 1 on the left side at an angle facing 
inwards. With log 5 in the back. See Figure 9.3.

3. Place logs 2 and 3 at the back at either side . See Figure 9.4.

9 DECORATION INSTRUCTIONS

The Ovation-e comes with a ceramic decoration set. This set does not 
infl uence the workings of the fi replace, but a properly placed set will 
give you the most realistic fi re possible.

Two types of logs are used in the Ovation-e logset. For the examples 
see Figure 9.1.

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11 PAIRING THE REMOTE

In order to retro-fi t your remote, please ensure you follow these steps 
before you attempt to use the remote control system.

• Make sure your fi replace is up-to-date. If you see a ' Update'  icon 
in the top right of the fi re press it. See Figure 12.1

• When the fi re fi nished updating selected the settings on the left 
hand side. See Figure 12.2.

• In settings selected 'other options'. See Figure 12.3
• Scroll down to ‘allow remote control (universeel) ’ and make sure it 

is selected. See Figure 12.4.
• Press 'save', You will then hear an audible beep to notify you of 

the pairing.
• Turn your fi re OFF, then back ON with the switch on the fi replace.

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12 USING THE REMOTE

Below you see the remote control and how to use it. 

Top Left - Turn your fi re ON and OFF

Middle Left - Turn your heater ON

Bottom Left - Change the fl ame 
animation

Top Right - Turn your feature lights ON and 
OFF

Middle Right - Turn your heater OFF

Bottom Left - Adjust the brightness. The 
brightness options are:  0%, 25%, 50% en 
100%.

Attention: With the remote control the heater is pre-set to 28°. When the temperature inside the fi replace surpasses this the heater will not turn 
on.  If you would like to adjust the temperature, the app should be used. 
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A TROUBLESHOOTER 

This troubleshooter describes possible problems that may occur with 
your electric fireplace. Follow the flowchart to see which problem 
applies, what is causing it and how to solve it. 

Problem Possible Cause Solution

(1) Flames not working correctly Ribbons are statically connected to glass. Spray some anti-static spray beneath the tray.

Installation airflow restricted. Check the correct aperture has been adhered 
to when installing
Recommended clearance is 100mm.

Blower clogged. Fan requires cleaning out.

Slow fan. Fan requires cleaning out. If problem persists, 
replacement fan may be required.

(2) Heater blowing cold Possible installation gaps / Chimney not adequately 
blocked off.

Chimney may not be fully blocked. Correct 
aperture has not been adhered to—100mm

Fan clogged. Heater fan requires cleaning out

Faulty element. Replace element

Slow fan. Check fan placement. If problem persists 
replacement fan may be required.

(3) Noisy Heater Fan unbalanced. Adjust fan to stop catching on the case. If 
problem persists replacement fan unit maybe 
required.

Fan catching on housing. Adjust fan to stop catching on the case

Fan clogged. Fan requires cleaning out. If problem persists a 
replacement fan may be required.

Fan has come loose. Tighten fan cradle or screws holding fan onto 
fan cradle.

(4) Noisy Flame Effect Fan unbalanced. Adjust fan to stop  catching on the case. If 
problem persists a replacement fan unit may 
be required.

Fan catching on housing. Adjust fan to stop catching on the case.

Fan clogged. Fan requires cleaning out. If problem persists a 
replacement fan may be required.

Fan has come loose. Tighten fan cradle or screws holding fan onto 
fan cradle.

(5) Fire not turning on. Rocker switch has not been turned to the ‘ON’ 
position.

Double check switches are turned to the ‘ON’ 
position.

Remote/App not paired. Remote needs pairing. See separate pairing 
instructions for guide.

Fuse blown. Replace fuse.

Unit not plugged in correctly. Check to be sure the power lead is plugged in 
adequately.
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Problem Possible Cause Solution

(6) No light Loose connection or disconnected wire. Check all connections on LED’s

LED shorting out Check location of short 
Replace LED strip if necessary.

LED blown LED strip needs replacing.

Blown driver on PCB PCB needs replacing.

(7) Heater coming on randomly Timer has been accidentally set. Double check timer settings.

Thermostat faulty. Replace PCB.

(8) LED streaking LED dropped down. LED needs to be re-stuck into place.

Log positioning. Change log positioning to hide any direct 
view of LED strip.

(9) Heater cutting out Build up of hot air triggering heater cut-out unit. Ensure the appliance has the required 
aperture for air to circulate and prevent build-
up. Recommended 100mm
